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Country Parks in
Northeast New Tarritories
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There are three couniry parks in the northeast
New Teritories, e the Pat Sin Leng Country
FPark, the Plover Cove Country Park and is
extension, covering an area of B355 hectares.
These parks never fail 1o imprass tourists with
thesr magnificent mourtains, imposing walerfalls,
sky-coloured  reservoirs,  winding  coastines,
ancient tralls and hamlets. They are ideal places
ta go for both energetic hikers and visitors who
would like to get close 1o the nalure.
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Plover Cove Country Park
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Meeting the sea on three sides, the Plover
Cove Country Park features a range of
undulating peaks in the ceniral area. To ils
west lies the Pal Sin Leng Country Park.
Whethar you choose to visil the park on a
glorious surmmer day or in the spring drizzle,
the landscape is as captivaling as a
traditional Chingse painting. Scenic spots in
the park include the Bride's Pool, the Mirror
Pool, the Plover Cove Reservoir, geclogical
landscapes along the coast and rural villages
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Plover Cove (Extension) Country Park
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Comprising seven islets in the northeastern
waters of Hong Kong, the park is believed to
embrace the most beautiful coastal landscape
in Hong Kong. Famous attractions here include
Tung Ping Chau, Crooked Island, Crescernt
Island, Double Island, Yeung Chau and Port
Island which is opposite o Tolo Channel and
Long Harbour.
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Pat 5in Leng Country Park
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The peaks of Pat Sin Leng are named
after the Eight Immortals. The main
peak “Shun Yeung Fung” rises to a
height of 581 metres. Its summit gives an
ncomparable pancrama of landscape
and seascape in the northeast New
Territories. Though all the way from Tai
Mei Tuk to the Hok Tau Reservoir is
circuitous and precipitous. chalienge
lavers always find pleasure in it The
Hok Tau Reservoir and s murmuring
stream present a picluresgue scene
on the other side of the park. Outside
the park, there are several organic
farms that are suilable for family
gatherings,
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Al S Edward Youde Memorial Pavilion near Wilson
Traill Section 10, you may have a great view of the
villages and fish ponds in Nam Churg and Luk Keng,
the scenery in Robin's Nest and Sha Tau Kok and
even Wutong Mountam in Shenzhen,
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Stretching from Tal Mei Tuk in the south 1o Luk Kang
ir the north, the Wang Tsal Ancient Trall connects
four desered vilages - Wang Shan Keuk Ha Tsuen,
Warg Shan Keuk Sheung Tsuen, Sheung Teat Muk
Kiu and Ha Tsat Muk K. You may saunter down the
ancient stone trail to recall the slices of life of
villaggers In the past.
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Remarkable Beauty of
Hok Tau Reservoir

Hok Tau Reservair
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The Hok Tau Reservoir located in Fanling is
surrounded by undulating verdant kills. Climbing up
the hill along the Family Walk (alsoc known as the 68
ateps), you may have a scenic view of the resenoir.
You may also take a stroll along the Fing Fung Bridge
and the Chu Hang Bridge &t the south end of the
resanvoir o enjoy clear streams and fascinating
scanas, Watar in the Hok Tau Reservoir can be
directad to-the Lau Shui Heung Ressrvolr and the
Fiover Cove Reservoir through watercoursaes, for
irrigation and catchment puposes.
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The screen-shaped Pat Sin Leng comprises roling
hills. At the top of the 511-meatre high Hsien Ku Fung.
you may overiook the magnificent Flover Cove
Reservoir. The conglomerate atop Pal Sin Leng is
known as caprock, a wel-known rock formation in

geciogy.
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Sky Mirror
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The Plover Cove Reservolr was brought into use in
1968, I ig the first reservair buill in he sea over the
world and is also currsntly the second largest resenvoir
in Hong Kong. When the sky is reflected on the surface
of flat water, it is alimost impossible lo distnguish the
reflection from the picturasque scenery. The Subsidiary
Dam at Pak Sha Tau Chau offers a breath-laking
panorama of Pat Sin Leng and the Plover Cove
Reservoir
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The Chung Pui Campsite is wall received by camp-
ers and photography enthusiasiz. The nsing sun
glinting on the calm lake or the Yellow Pui blogsom in
brignt spring days are just enchanting
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The crescent-shaped Tung Ping Chau is renowned
for strange rock formations, For example, the layerad
sponge cake-lke shale, Kang Lau Shek, Lan Kwo
Shul, Lung Lok Shui and otner sirange rocks,
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Lai Chi Wo Village is a typical Hakka village. Maore
than two hundred village houses, structured in nine
rows, were built on hillsides. Protectad by brick walls,
the houses are back against fung shui woods and
tace Crooked Harbour, When the lide is oul. tourists
may obiserve the fiddler crabs and mudskippers in
the mangrove and mudilat or have a walk along
Mature Trall whers birds twitter in frees,
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Legendary Waterfall
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Lagand has it that a bride accidently fall into the poal
and drowned on her wedding day, hence the poal is
namad the "Bride's Pool". It is sald that the “Miror
Poal' nearby is where the bride's ghost dresses
hersalfl up. The yearround waterfalis of these two
oools make the scenery draamiika, especially whean
gragonflies dance during summear.
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
